General Competitor Guidelines
1. All booths, Tents, mobile units, “Spaces” must be kept clean and orderly during the entire event.

2. No lewd or offensive signs or clothing can be displayed.

3. E-Z Up tents must be secured with a minimum of 40 lbs on each corner or comparable weight.

4. Grilling competitors will be allowed to enter the grounds at noon on August 22. Spaces will be marked. All vendors must be ready to be judged at the turn-in times designated. 
5. Participants must have all rigs, tents, trash and supplies removed from the event grounds by noon on August 24, 2025.
6. Each participant is responsible to dispose of all trash created by their booth. A collection receptacle will be provided by the event organizer. Please provide your own trash can by your booth. 

7. Each participant will be responsible for any damage done to the site in which they are assigned. Damage to the site may be assessed a fee or fine.
8. Judging and Participation rules are provided. These rules need to be signed by the participant.

Grillin’ & Distillin’ BBQ Competition Rules
· Supplies – The Pagosa Springs Chamber of Commerce will provide the following supplies for MASTER COOK entries: Electric in the form of a 30, 50 amp or 110V service (please designate on form), access to water, access to restrooms, and space for vehicle or tent. BACKYARD BBQ entries: access to water, limited access to electric (first come first served), 12x12 booth space. Containers and cutlery for judging will be provided. Booth numbers assigned for judging and People’s Choice award. Contestant Responsibility: both Masters and Backyard will provide all food items and tasting containers to the public. Props, trailers, vehicles, tent coverings or any other part of the contestant’s equipment must not exceed the boundaries of the assigned cooking spaces unless approved by the special events coordinator. All tents MUST be secured by weights with 40 lbs. at each leg due to potential for high winds. All stations must have a fire extinguisher at their location. All grilling must occur 10+ feet outside of tent. No cooking under any tents. Tents will be inspected by the Pagosa Springs Fire Protection District. No electric smokers allowed except pellet smokers. Any equipment or devices that may damage the surface area of the contest site in any way are prohibited and contestant may be subject to damage fees or fines. 
· PREPARATION – All food will be cooked on-site. The completion of any and all food in competition is within the confines of the cook-off site and during the time limits designated by the promoter. Prep-work such as marinating and injections will be allowed beforehand. 
· SANITATION – Cooks are to prepare and cook in a sanitary manner. Cooking conditions are subject to inspection by the judging committee and Archuleta County Public Health. Infractions identified shall be immediately corrected or the team will be subject to disqualifications. All teams must provide their own cleaning area for wash, rinse and sanitization with collection for hand washing. A wastewater dump site is not available at the fairgrounds. Wastewater must be disposed of properly off site. Each participant is responsible to dispose of all trash created by their booth. A central dumpster will be available to the participants. Questions on food safety and sanitary conditions may be directed to Angelica Leslie at (970) 264-8438. 
· ENTRIES PER PIT – A contestant or team consists of one chief cook and no more than four assistants; i.e., only one chief cook/entry will cook on a given pit. There will be no multiple entries in the same category by the same team and multiple entries from the same piece of meat shall not be allowed. Each team will be assigned a Participant number. Contestants can check into the designated Barbecue Cookoff Registration area beginning on Friday, August 22, 2025 from noon until 6 p.m. unless other arrangements are made with the Event’s Coordinator. Backyard BBQ contestants may check in on Saturday, August 23 from 6 a.m. to 10 a.m. All equipment, tents and trailers must be removed from the event grounds by noon, Sunday, August 24, 2025.
· Cook’s Meeting – A meeting of all participants, both Master and Backyard will be held at 8 a.m. on the day of the event, August 23. At this time, the rules will be reviewed, the designated location to turn in entries will be identified, turn-in times confirmed, safety guidelines reviewed and any questions answered. 
· Categories

The following categories will be allowed: (M=Master, BY=Backyard BBQ)

· Pork Ribs -M & BY

· Brisket – M only

· Bone-in chicken thighs (skin on or off) – M & BY

· Beans  – M & BY

· People’s Choice – M & BY

There will be 5 judges. Enough of each product must be provided for the judges. 

·  Judging – Judging trays will be provided for each item. A single sheet of aluminum foil will also be supplied in each tray. All containers shall be clean and free of any markings. Cooks are responsible for insuring that the containers they receive remain clean. Should containers be found to have markings, the team may be disqualified. All participants shall deliver their judging sample to the designated turn-in location as explained in the Cook’s Meeting. Master Cooks MUST enter ALL categories to compete in the cook off. Backyard Participants may enter as many categories as they wish except for brisket. The more categories entered, the more points the participant can acquire to qualify for the championship prizes. 
·  Turn-In Time – Turn in times for each category shall be pre-set. Once this time is set and/or announced, no changes will be made. A turn-in window, 10 minutes before and after the set turn-in time, will be recognized. Judging trays received after that time will not be accepted for judging.

· Awards – 5 p.m.
· Judging Criteria – Entries will be submitted in the containers supplied by the event organizer. There should be no garnish with the entries. Only the entry to be judged is allowed in the container. Each meat entry will be judged on APPEARANCE, TASTE and TEXTURE.  Meat may be sauced or un-sauced.  Side entries will be judged on APPEARANCE, TASTE and TEXTURE. Points acquired are assigned 1-9 (1 being the lowest).
·  Terms for Disqualification – After the tray has been turned in, any tray found to be in violation of any of the listed rules, will be disqualified at the discretion of the “Head Judge” who will be identified at the Cook’s Meeting. Disqualified tray numbers will be called out immediately following the category announcements. 
·  Disqualification – An entry can be disqualified by the joint decision of the Head Judge and event organizer. An entry can be disqualified for any of the following reasons:
· There is anything foreign other than meat/sauce or side in container submitted for judging.
· The entry is turned in after the officially designated time.
· Gloves or sanitary conditions are not used or practiced while handling food products or the preparation of.
· Not cooking the meat that was inspected.
· There is not a minimum of product available for the judging for each category entered.
· There is evidence of uncooked meat. 
· Judging containers are found to have markings. 
· Unprofessional or disruptive behavior at the event.
·  Judging Procedure – The event organizer or their designated person will bring all approved containers to the judging area. Each container will be inspected for any rule violations as stated in the guidelines. The containers will be passed around to the judges for sampling. Each judge will score each entry on the qualifications listed. The event organizer or their designee will make sure that all scores for the containers are recorded in the proper manner. This procedure is repeated for all containers. After each container has been scored, the event organizer or their designee will collect all the judging slips to be tallied and results determined. 
· Awards – Grand Champion and Reserve Champion will be awarded for both Master Cook and BackYard BBQ categories. Points will be assigned 1-9 (1 being the lowest) for each entry. The more points accumulated, the higher the score, thus resulting in the champion prizes. Awards will also be given for each entry category in the form of first, second and third place for both Master Cook and BackYard designations.
